How can theater and design be used to shape public services? 

Throughout this fall, we - students, researchers, and teachers at The 

Oslo School of Architecture and Design and Kristiania University 

College - have explored how theater and design can be used to 

open up new perspectives and conversations about how the child 

welfare system is, and could be. In the process, we have worked 

closely with nearly 100 people who have experience as children, 

parents, foster parents, and workers in the child welfare system.  

  

The performance you are about to see is the result of this work. The 

research does not try to provide answers on how the child welfare 

system is, or should be. Based on insights from the project, however, 

we pose some open questions about how people view children, fa-

milies, care, and expertise, and how this shapes the way we protect 

our children.
